Have a helper add the concrete and backfill the
dirt or gravel into the holes. Maintain the post level in both directions
while your helper works. You don’t have to brace the posts if you pack
the soil or fine gravel tightly with your foot.

E. After allowing the posts to set for 24-48 hours, Cut and fit the
Rails. Fasten using a pocket hole jig and 3" Deck Screws. The lower
Rails should be 3" off the ground and level to one another.

F. Trim the posts to height illustrated. Install the Shaped Rails using
3" Deck screws.

G. Fasten the Semi-Circular Rafters together using the Elliptical Key
